The hats deserve to be better displayed.O of 0 people found the following review helpful. not what |
expectedBy LaurenThis book covers the cost of the hats listed, rather than techniques or even detailed descriptions of
the hats themselves. Also, since it does describe extant hats, it doesn't cover anything much before the Victorian era.

with beads, flowers, sequins, and much more! Among the milliners whose hats are shown are John B. Stetson, Tress
Co., Elsa Schiaparelli, Lilly Dache, Christian Dior, Laddie Northridge, Frank Olive, and Hattie Carnegie. The
meticulously researched text provides an engaging retrospective of the millinery business. A precise glossary of terms
isvery useful to today's collectors and researchers. Prices reflecting the hat market today are in the captions. Vintage
clothing collectors, dedlers, historians, milliners, and curators all will find this an essential and beguiling reference.
