(5) there are no page numbers, so you can't tell someone to "look on
page so and so at such and such,” (6) some of the punctuation is rather curious because it has some words capitalized
that shouldn't be, unnecessary exclamation marks which should simply be periods, and several words are spelled
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wrong.l think if the author could go back and change these things, and add a short introductory chapter at the
beginning which tells at least alittle about the series, and have a thorough proof-reading, this would be a much better
book.0 of 0 people found the following review helpful.
