A dollhouse for serious art collectors!By Cathy G. ColeFirst Line: One of the most
celebrated and distinctive objects in the Museum of the City of New Y ork's Toy Collection is the Stettheimer
Dollhouse, made between the world wars by Carrie Walter Stettheimer (1869-1944).The oldest of three wealthy
sisters, Carrie Walter Stettheimer assumed the responsibilities of running alarge and very social household while her
two younger sisters pursued their own artistic talents. For nineteen years Carrie worked on this dollhouse, and it's
obvious just from looking at the rooms that she had to have had her own artistic aspirations. She made many of the
furnishings by hand, and she purchased and embellished many others. As awindow into the world between the wars,
Carrie'sdollhouse is of importance, but what truly setsit apart from al othersisits art gallery.

Styles of decoration vary
from room to room, yet the wallpapers, furniture, and fixtures are all characteristic of the period following World War
l.
